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Child Find Developmental Screenings
The Learning Support Services (LSS) office is here to help!

LSS staff is conducting on-going developmental screenings for children ages Birth through 21 who live in the Sequim School District, who are not attending school, and who may be delayed in one or more of the following areas:  cognitive, communication, fine motor, gross motor, social/emotional or adaptive skills.
  
The purpose of screening is to identify any developmental delays that may potentially affect a child’s performance in school.  The intervention program offers the child and their family a connection to appropriate services, education, and information.
Contacts with the LSS office may be made by any person concerned about a child.  Parent involvement and agreement is obtained prior to any further action.  Information is confidential and the privacy of children and parents is protected.
