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Referral


Student is referred for a possible special education evaluation.


Within 25 school days, a meeting is held to determine whether the referral is appropriate for evaluation.


Evaluation


Students are to be reevaluated a minimum of once every three years, and can be reevaluated more often if a change has occurred warranting consideration of one or more of the areas of current qualification or if a new concern arises.



Individual Education Plan (IEP)


IEP’s must be reviewed a minimum of once per year, and can be reviewed and adjusted at any time that a team member determines that a change may be warranted.


A student can be referred by any concerned adult in writing.


A special education evaluation can only be conducted with parent consent.


Parent consent includes approval for assessment in specific areas of concern. 


All areas of concern are to be addressed.


If the evaluation team determines that the student meets special education qualification criteria, the school district has 30 calendar days to conduct an IEP meeting and develop an IEP for the student.


Special education services are provided only after the IEP is complete and the parent has signed a document indicating consent for initial placement into special education services.


The school district has 35 school days to conduct an evaluation.


During that 35 school days, the evaluation is to include assessment in all areas of concern and a meeting is to be held with the evaluation team, which includes the parent, to consider the evaluation results and determine qualification.


A student qualifies for special education services if the evaluation team determines that the student has one of the disabilities listed in the WAC and is in need of specially designed instruction in order to make progress in the general curriculum.
